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Lt. BEAUMONT BURGESS, last reported as
a 11:;1'i5faner of the Japanese, was among those lost
when a Japanese ship loaded with 1775 prisoners
of war was sunk October 24, 1944, in the South
China Sea. Beaumont had served in the Philip-
pines with the 19th Bombardment Group, and
was captured in the fall of Baraan. He came
with Purina upon his graduadon from Texas
A, and M. as a salesman in the Texas Division.
He was probably the first Purina man to see
action in this war, being sent ro the Philippines
right after Pearl Harbor. Beaumont was mar-
ried, and is survived by his fine wife.

Seaman First Class WM. R. TRAPP, a
St. Louis employer in the Ad Service Depart-
ment, was accidentally killed in a tragic accident
on the carrier, the U.5.5. Randolph. Bill left
Purina March 13, 1944, for service in the Navy.
His wife, Loretta Kreuder Trapp, was a Purina
girl. He is also survived by two small children.
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RM 2/c MARJORIE STEVENS FLINT,
formerly of the St. Louis Accounting Depart-
ment, was killed in a plane crash near Vicks-
burg, Mississippi, while en route to Miami
from Dallas, Texas, where she was stationed.
Mrs. Flint left the St. Louis office in January,
1943, to serve in the Waves, afrer 8 months
of Purina service. Her father and a brother
are serving overseas, and her husband is in
the Army in California.
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Sgt. FRANK W. WILSON, formerly in our
Buffalo Office, was killed in action in Ger-
many on April 20. He had been in Europe
only five weeks. He was inducted in March,
1943, and trained with an anti-aircrafe outfic
but was transferred to the infantry last No-
vember, He is the first Buffalo employee wo
be killed in action, although more than fifry
from that plant are in the armed services.
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Pvt. MELVIN LEWIS of the Denver plant
was killed in action in the European theater
of-war in February. Melvin wotked as a
trucker and packer until leaving for the Army
on March 31, 1944, When home on a fur-
lough in August, he worked in the Mill for
two weeks to help out during a crirical labor
shortage. His wife, Mrs. Eva ]. Lewis, and
three children survive him.
